It also means to be upright(ol-god-da), 
to be proper(ol-ba-ru-da), and is used in such expressions as 
to go up(ol-la-ga-da).‘OL’can also mean thread and 
is used in expressions like thread by thread(ol-ol-y) which
implies very delicate care such as that done with maternal love.  
The Chinese character ‘OL’(兀) means standing up 
prominently.
